Note of “Analysis of Branch Predictors” Project

In the project “Analysis of Branch Predictors”, we implemented all branch predictors using C++ with the framework from CBP except for “gshare branch predictor”. Also the trace files were collected from CBP official website.

Instructions for evaluating branch predictors

In Linux/Unix shell, go into directory “Codes”. For each branch predictor listed in the directory, select one and go into that directory, e.g. “Codes/bimodal/”. There are two ways of running trace files with specified branch predictor, 

1. Type command in the Unix shell: “run ../traces”, if you also want to see the running time for each trace file change the command into: “runtime ../traces”.

2. Type command in the Unix shell: “./1”, if you have “tcsh” or “csh” installed in the Linux/Unix environment. 

Note that you may have to remake each predictor before running.
